7. Signage

compete until the signage is affixed to the satisfaction of the promoters.

9. Racing under Lights 
 
Please note that some racing may be conducted under lights, and that when racing 
under lights, Clear / Night Visors must be used.

Some prizes will be drawn ‘out of 
the hat’ during the day and other prizes will be awarded at trophy presentations at 
each round.
